AAPL DIRECTORôS REPORT 

 

 The American Association of Professional Landmen (AAPL) held its final Quarterly 

Board Meeting of the 2007-2008 Year on June 11, 2008 in Chicago.  This board meeting 

coincided with the 54th Annual Meeting and Conference. 

  

 Before reporting on the Board meeting, I want to comment on the Annual meeting 

which was one of the best held in many years.  The meeting was well attended with more that 

1,300 attendees which according to the AAPL staff is the largest attendance in more that 20 

years.  Chicago, with its many attractions, was the perfect venue for the convention.  The 

keynote address was presented by William Perry Pendley, president and chief legal officer of 

the Mountain States Legal Foundation, who discussed the foundationôs public interest 

litigation supporting the oil industry.   He also addressed other litigation of interest to anyone 

who believes in constitutional liberties and the rule of law.  There were numerous educational 

sessions present on items ranging from NEPA concerns in leases to the evolving nature of oil 

and gas litigation. 

  

 The opening session included the installation of the newly elected officers for the  

year.   In addition to MAPL member Rimmer Covington, 1st Vice President; the other 

officers for the year are  President, Marshall Lochausen; 2nd Vice President, Jay Brown; 3rd 

Vice President, Candace Robinson; Secretary, Bob Hodge; and Treasurer, Bryan Hennigan. 

  

 Among the business items presented at the Board meeting was the Financial Report 

presented by outgoing Treasurer Curtis D. Horne, who stated that compared to 2007, AAPLôs 

balance sheet for the period ending April 30, 2008, indicated total assets have increased from 

$9,701,009 to $11,795,453, an increase of $2,094,444 (21.6 percent).   

  

 Another important item was presented by Candace Robinson, chairman of the 

Membership committee.  Candace presented the new membership application to the board and 

the new application form was approved.  This new application form can be accessed at the
